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The European Union is currently setting the foundations for reaching its objective of carbon neutrality in 2050.

Soon, key buildings legislation, such as the Energy Performance of Buildings Directive, is going to be introduced or
revised and the construction industry has to undergo a deep transformation to adapt to these developments and to
contribute to the overall ambition of carbon neutrality.

With this webinar we want to illustrate the business case for green housebuilding and send a strong signal to
stakeholders in the construction industry about why and how to embrace the green transition.
